MINUTES
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
APRIL 20, 2015

1. CALL TO ORDER:  The regular meeting of the Sand Lake Village Council was called to order by President Towsley at 7:00p.m.on Monday, April 20, 2015, at the Sand Lake Municipal Building.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
3. ROLL CALL:

Clerk Leticia Nielsen is recuperating from a minor car accident; therefore Treasurer Brenda Arnold will take minutes of the meeting.
4. AGENDA: Motion Made by Dewey and seconded by Hardenburg to accept the agenda with the following changes: to insert the Public Hearing after Public Comment, add 12 D. Ordinance #2015-9.5, add 12 E. Ordinance #2015-7.6.1 (e), 12 F. Paving the Intersection of E. Lake St. and First St.(Shaner Ave.)  AIF Motion Carried.
5. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT:
A. MINUTES: March 16, 2015
Motion Made by Dewey and seconded by Norton to approve and file the March 16, 2015 Regular Council Minutes with spelling corrections to Sand Lake Library Director Craig Buno’s name. AIF Motion Carried.

Dewey inquired about cemetery contract with Heckman & Sons. President Towsley stated that Randy Heckman agreed to increase the time of the cemetery maintenance contract from 1 year to 2 years at $5,200.00 per year.

6. PUBLIC COMMENT:
Vanessa Leiter was in attendance to inquire about the water meter ordinance. President Towsley stated that the ordinance applies to metered properties, which currently affects only the businesses (the residents are not metered at this time).



7. PUBLIC HEARING:
The public hearing was opened at 7:10 pm. Treasurer Arnold read Ordinance #2015-9.5 and Ordinance Amendment # 2015-7.6.1(e). No questions or comments from the public. The public hearing was closed at 7:16 pm.

	Motion Made by Norton and seconded by Dewey to receive and file the March 		2015 police report as presented by Chief Reamsma. AIF Motion Carried.
Chief Reamsma noted that Jason Briscoe will not be an intern for the police department this summer.
Dewey asked for the scheduled office hours of the police department. Chief Reamsma stated that the office hours are Monday 2-7pm and Wednesday 1-5pm.
Hardenburg asked about a Neighborhood Watch. Chief Reamsma said that we do not currently have one and that to make it work well that a group of very dedicated individuals is needed.

Motion Made by B.Towsley and seconded by Dewey to purchase 12yards of crushed asphalt at a cost of $274.00 (two hundred seventy-four dollars) to be placed in the park near the dump station. AIF Motion Carried.
B.Towsley commented on the great job the DPW has been doing repairing the roads with the new hot box equipment.
Discussion of placing two charcoal grills in the park. A check on liability will be required first.
9. FIRE REPORT:
	A. MONTHLY FIRE REPORT:
	Motion Made by Dewey and seconded by Norton to accept and file the March 2015 fire 	report as presented by Fire Chief Ed Holtzlander. AIF Motion Carried.
Fire Chief Ed Holtzlander just returned from South Haven, MI, where he picked up the new rescue squad.  The new rescue unit will be placed in service after it has been certified and qualified for MFR status by the State of Michigan.
Motion Made by Norton and seconded by Dewey to have Chief Holtzlander place the old rescue squad on mibid.com with a minimum bid of $1,000.00 (one thousand dollars), after the state certification of the new rescue squad, with the bids opened at the May 18, 2015 meeting. AIF Motion Carried. 
Chief Holtzlander stated that the MFR classes conducted at the Sand Lake Municipal Building are at the midpoint of their training. Council member Hardenburg is taking the MFR training.
The money received for the MFR classes from the participating departments, including Sand Lake, will be paid to EBM as previously approved.
The annual maintenance, along with hose and ladder testing, will be completed this week.

Councilman Norton explained the charges and the savings for the Village if they switch from AT&T to Charter. The Charter quote includes fax lines, unlimited long distance, and a one-time installation fee. The cancelation fee from AT&T is 50% of the monthly charge of $31.00 multiplied by the months remaining in the current AT&T contract.
