1. CALL TO ORDER:  The regular meeting of the Sand Lake Village Council was called to order by President Norton at 7:04p.m. on Monday, June 19, 2017, at the Sand Lake Municipal Building.

Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by J. Dewey to approve the agenda with the above-mentioned change. AIF Motion Carried.
     5.  INTERVIEWS FOR CLERK POSITION:
Candidates Jessie Ryder and Judith (Kristi) DeKraker gave information about themselves and their experience that would pertain to the clerk’s job. Candidates were interviewed one at a time by the whole Council after the Personnel Committee had previously selected two people from all the applications. The candidates were then given the option of an open or closed council session for the rest of the interview process. A closed session was chosen.

7. PUBLIC COMMENT:
Glen Baker, 105 1st Street, petitioned the Council to abandon Elm Street from 1st St. to 2nd St. which separates his two parcels of property. The Village Council referred Mr. Baker to the Planning Commission. The Planning Commission will research the abandonment of the street.
Richard Wesche, 141 Pine Alley St., inquired about the yard appearance of two specific properties in the Village, at the corner of 6th St. and Maple St. and at the corner of 7th St. and Cherry St., also 117 Pine Alley St. needs their grass mowed.
President Norton stated that the Village Police Department had contacted the homeowners already and that some of the debris had been taken away.
Council Member D. Dewey noted Village General Ordinance #1.4 Property Appearance allows two council members to determine which property needs improvement.
President Norton directed Police Chief Reamsma to issue a citation to the property owners who have not complied with the Village General Ordinance #1.4. Also, to proceed to hire a crew to clean up the non-compliant yard and to bill the homeowner per Ordinance # 1.4.

Motion Made by French and seconded by D. Dewey to close Lake Street at noon June 30 through July 4, 2017 for safety during the July 4th celebration events. AIF Motion Carried.
Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by French to control the flow of traffic during the road construction on Lake Street from 5th St. to Ritchie Ave, from July 5, 2017 through the completion of the road project estimated to be August 18, 2017, using road closed and detour signs appropriately placed in the Village. AIF Motion Carried.
Police Chief Reamsma noted that at the Special Meeting on May 10, 2017, there were inquires about the use of the body cam that all of our officer’s wear on their uniforms. He stated that all the officers are trained in the use of the body cam recordings according the Village police policy. He said that the body cam is not for personal use and is not being used in the lunch area. Chief Reamsma retains the body cam recordings for 30 days, or longer if needed for a case, and can be obtained by F.O.I.A request.
Council Member D. Dewey said that the Village has an extensive background check, psych evaluations, and intensive interviews that each officer must complete before being hired by the Village. He also stated that the Village is fortunate to have professional officers with integrity like Chief Reamsma.
