B. FINANCIAL MATTERS:
1. FINANCIAL STATEMENT
Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by D. Dewey to approve and file the April 2017 Financial Statement as presented. AIF Motion Carried.

Also, he asked if he could park vehicles in the alley 	between his building and the next building. Currently, the alley is blocked off by a bench 	and hasn’t been used as an alleyway in a long time. The council approved the parking of 	vehicles in the alley between 29 Lake Street and 45 Lake Street. The council referred 	Bergman to the Zoning Administrator for clarification of using a storage container 	outside his building.

	Motion Made by J. Dewey and seconded by Parkhurst to receive and file the April 		2017 police report as presented by Chief Reamsma. AIF Motion Carried.

	A. MONTHLY FIRE REPORT:
	Fire Chief Ed Holtzlander noted that Kent County has started a Crisis Intervention Team 	for the entire county. 
	Chief Holtzlander asked for approval of a person, Alan, from Germany as a ride along 	with the fire department to observe the activates of the fire department.
	Motion Made by D. Dewey and supported by J. Dewey to approve the ride along pending 	insurance liability and a background check. AIF Motion Carried.
Motion Made by D. Dewey and seconded by Parkhurst to accept and file the April 2017 fire report as presented by Fire Chief Ed Holtzlander. AIF Motion Carried.
9. DPW REPORT:
	A. MONTHLY REPORT:
	Council Member Hardenburg commented on the great grading job of Oak Street.
	DPW Supervisor Jerry Dines asked that the cemetery committee meet to discuss the 	roadway and water installation towards the back of the cemetery.
	Dines stated that he has to replace a valve at the sewer lagoon at a cost of $ 4000.00 (four 	thousand dollars).
	Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by D. Dewey to receive and file the April 2017 	DPW 	report as presented by DPW Supervisor Jerry Dines. AIF Motion Carried.
B. SIDEWALK QUOTES:
Motion Made by French and seconded by Hardenburg to accept the sidewalk project quote of $6,720.00 (six thousand seven hundred and twenty dollars) from Olsson Concrete Construction, LLC. AIF Motion Carried.
Discussion of 108 W. Lake Street which has a non-repairable well. 
Motion Made by D. Dewey and seconded by J. Dewey to create a twenty-year special assessment for the property at 108 W. Lake Street to hook into the Village water system. The hook up fee of $3,000.00 (three thousand dollars) plus any incidental costs will be spread over a period of twenty years. The property owner will be billed annually. If the annual billing is not paid by the due date of May 31 each year of the assessment, it will be added to the owners Village property tax for that parcel. AIF Motion Carried.
10. UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
	A. PARADISE COVE WATER CONTRACT ISSUE:
	President Norton updated the council stating that Attorney Steve Grimm was in the 	process of handling the Paradise Cove water contract issue including the absence of 	permits, the previous president signing a contract with Paradise Cove on his own without 	the council’s voted approval, and the need to collect information to go into mediation for 	this issue.
	B. WATER AND SEWER RATE STUDY:
	Discussion of the need for a water rate study. DPW Supervisor and Treasurer Arnold are 	working with Mike Engels from Michigan Rural Water Association to collect 	information for the water rate study.
	Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by Hardenburg to proceed with the water rate 	study. AIF Motion Carried.
11.  NEW BUSINESS:
A. AUDITOR’S CONTRACT FOR YEAR END MARCH 31, 2017 INCREASE:
Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by D. Dewey to approve the Audit contract with Douglas Wohlberg for year end March 31, 2017 not to exceed $9,100.00 (nine thousand one hundred dollars) with an additional increase not to exceed $1,000.00 (one thousand dollars) due to new audit requirements for Act 51 expenditures under Public Act 298 of 2012. AIF Motion Carried.
B. TEMPORARY CLERK’S WAGE:
President Norton stated that he has temporarily hired Delores Drew, a former Spencer Township Clerk, to fill in at the Village until a new clerk can be appointed.
Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by D. Dewey to pay Drew the same wage as the previous clerk. AIF Motion Carried.
C. TREASURER ARNOLD’S WAGE FOR CLERK HOURS:
Motion Made by French and seconded by D. Dewey to pay Treasurer Arnold 30 hours at the previous clerk’s wage for her time performing the clerk’s duties. AIF Motion Carried.
12. COMMITTEE REPORTS:
The Community Engagement Committee is planning to clean up Salisbury Park on Sunday, May 21, 2017 beginning at 1:00pm. The committee is working on collecting donations for items such as, drinking fountains, BBQ grills, hot water in restrooms and also looking for grants for the park. 
Stacy, manager at Wesco, has created a face book page for the Community Engagement Committee events.
13. TRUSTEE COMMENTS:
Council Member D. Dewey noted that Lt. Governor Calley was a speaker at the Grand Valley Metro Council meeting and spoke about the Crisis Intervention Program which includes training in the assessment of individuals.  This training is available to all law enforcement officers.
Treasurer Arnold stated that the Kent County Treasurer has a Village property at 335 Oak St. available on their foreclosure list that is available to purchase. It is offered first to the Village for $674.10 (six hundred seventy-four dollars and ten cents) before going to auction. The consensus of the council is not to buy the property at this time. The property is near the land conservatory area that the Village already owns and might be considered at a later date.
