1. CALL TO ORDER:  The special meeting of the Sand Lake Village Council was called to order by President Norton at 7:00p.m. on Monday, May 7, 2018, at the Sand Lake Municipal Building.

4. AGENDA: Motion Made by D. Dewey and seconded by Parkhurst to accept the agenda as presented. AIF Motion Carried.
5. PROPOSED LAKE (Main) STREET ROAD CONSTRUCTION
The downtown business section will be under new road, sidewalk, and storm drain construction this fall. This project planning began in 2016 with a millage voted by the residents of the Village of Sand Lake. The continued planning with the engineers is almost completed.
President Norton stated that the grant money had increased to $352,950.00. He noted that the speaker system in the original road construction plan was changed to a Bluetooth system instead of hardwiring the speakers to the new light posts to save money and keep up with the new technology.
Motion Made by D. Dewey and seconded by Parkhurst to change to a Bluetooth speaker system from the general fund for the downtown area. AIF Motion Carried.
President Norton stated that the awning at the Sand Lake Trading Company, which sets on the sidewalk, will have to be temporarily supported another way so it is off the sidewalk when the construction begins. 
President Norton noted that all the businesses in the downtown area have entrances at the back of their buildings and that the V.F.W. is having a new handicap ramp built for easier access.
A bank account will be set up for ACH withdrawal from the USDA for payments. The President, Clerk, and Treasurer will be the responsible signers of the account.
