	A. MONTHLY POLICE REPORT:
Chief Reamsma stated that Officer Ryan Bomberger has resigned as an officer due to family obligations.

Police chief Jim Reamsma stated that none of the traffic violations would be enforced due to the county not patrolling the village.  A lot of complaints like retail fraud would not get the follow up. 
      N. French brought up a concern about a dog attacking her dog and neighbor’s dog in the village. Jim was going to look up information on the concern. Animal Control would have to be called and have been patrolling the area and county dispatch would call Animal Control for those situations.

8. FIRE REPORT:
	A. MONTHLY FIRE REPORT:
Setting up Fourth of July activities on June 24, 2018
Working with BIO Care to set up completing physicals.
Annual Pump testing for the 3 engines will be on July 11, 2018
Discussion on biding for a 1997 Chevy brush truck Plainfield Township Fire department. Since the Sand Lake Fire Department Brush truck is broken down. Motion to place a bid of $12,500. 
Motion Made by Parkhurst and seconded by J. Dewey to place bid. Voice vote motion passed and carried and file the May 2018 fire report as presented by Fire Chief Ed Holtzlander by D.Dewey support from J.Dewey . AIF Motion Carried.

D.Dewey discussed about ISO ratings of Big Whitefish lake about talking with John Shipman. The Pierson township officials have been trying to compromise with Howard city Fire department. If Sand Lake had a lower than 5 ISO rating which is what Howard city has due to high insurance rates for those home because they are more than five miles from a fire station. They would still be more than five miles from the Sand Lake Fire Station. Still at the general information stage with Pierson Township.

	A. MONTHLY REPORT:
  Discussion on oak and 7th street and that A-1 Asphalt will be redoing 7th street with no extra cost to the village due to mistakes and paving with cold asphalt.

C. Zoning Ordinance Amending Zoning Ordinance Ch. 10-B-1 to include “Storage units for
family residential storage” and amending zoning ordinance Ch. 11-02- o to read “Warehouses and storage for materials and supplies related to the manufacturing process or storage for the end product of manufacturing.”
Council member D.Dewey read and explained the needed amendments to the Zoning Ordinances for the operating of storage facilities in the village. D. Boat launch Issues: at the June 4, 2018 meeting a concern about the boat launch and the grade of the dip of the boat launch into Sand Lake. There was some discussion about the correct gravel and what environmental rules had to be followed. Council Member Hardenburg was given the lead to research and look into the authority we have under the historical easement and look into the correct process for a solution to the boat launch issues. 
 
     11. NEW BUSINESS:
           A. Cemetery Issues: The Village office had become aware and received concerns and photos of possible damage to grave stones from Stephen Smith and Sue Empie and other concerns about lack of care at the Sand Lake Cemetery and issues with footings not being poured and headstones being knocked out of place. After some discussion about how the contract is paid out to Heckman Landscaping and their responsibilities. Village President Tom Norton called a special meeting for June 25, 2018 at 9:30 am at the Sand Lake Cemetery to look at the issues first hand and meet with Randy Heckman owner of Heckman Landscape.  
           B. Dangerous Tree Removal: Village President Norton is planning on going around the village to mark dangerous trees that need removal. Village President Norton stated he thought at least 18 trees would have to be removed. The estimate cost is $700/each tree. There was discussion about other trees being taken down at village resident’s requests. It was stated the resident would have to pay for those trees to be removed and a written statement via email would be needed to be sent to the village stating the residents would pay the village back. Craig Moore offered to assist in getting new trees from the prison he used to work at. The council decided to work on getting the trees removed first and come back to this discussion. 
         C. Approval of Language for Ordinance 2018-02 Obstruction of Government Operations. The discussion was led by J.Dewey. Sand Lake village attorney Jeff Sluggett suggested this ordinance should be added and the village is short of many needed ordinances. Also, this ordinance covers council members, committee members, and applies to anyone who interferes with the direction of the village council. All investigations would be done by the village attorney.

Special meetings called for June 25, 2018 at 8pm on ordinance 2018-02. 

D. Fourth of July activities Golf Cart passes: Village President Norton led a discussion about allowing golf carts downtown during the Fourth of July activities. Council member D.Dewey stated that a member of the village has stated to him in the past about possible legal action because this resident had to get lights to drive on the road. Police Chief Jim Reamsma also commented that it is really busy downtown during week of fourth of July activities and that Golf carts cannot be licensed or legal without a special ordinance. And the village cannot have any cost for the permits. J. Dewey not enough time to get it done for this year. There was no motion on this discussion and it was tabled indefinitely. 
E. DAS Mini Antennas: D. Dewey led a discussion on updates on legislation about DAS Antennas and the contracts local governments can have with them and the change in state regulations that communication companies are pushing in Lansing. The legislation has been tabled till at least October so the village has some time to look over the proposed resolutions and ordinances provided by the Grand Valley Metro Council.     

    12. COMMITTEE REPORTS:
	The Personnel Committee stated they were going to continue the search for a new clerk and move the date for accepting resumes through June 22, 2018.  With interviews tentatively planned for June 26, 2018.

The Parks & Rec (Community Engagement) Committee will be buying grills for the Salisbury Park. Discussion on the concern about liability issues.  Interim Clerk Kent Boersema would contact Michigan Municipality Risk management authority about signage and insurance rates. 
13. TRUSTEE COMMENTS:
D. Hardenburg discussed the Ordinance book being outdated and needing to be updated. Also talked the importance of having an employee handbook with a policy and code of conduct. And working with Kent Boersema in updating and editing the ordinance book. 
D. Dewey added in 2006 there was an agreement in principle on a code of conduct policy and employee handbook based on the village of Sparta Police Department policies and handbook. However, the village did not have the money to bring it in front of the village attorney at the time for review. 
N. French asked about compensation be looked into for Brenda Arnold for her extra work during the time without a clerk and interim clerk. Motion was made to approve this by J. Dewey and Seconded by D. Dewey. Voice Vote Passed. 
Parkhurst: Can’t grow grass because last year after lake st construction they put gravel down. Jerry dines will bring top soil to grow grass. 
D.Dewey: Planning commission has only three members, chamber of commerce website is down. Concern about possible increase in charges for consumers energy and the raising of their rates. 
J. Dewey: Send out notes with the tax bill stating the openings of village council seats which was four seats and the village president seat. Are open and need to be filled. J. Dewey was going to write the statement.
