5. Public Comment:
Ross Leisman, Nelson Township attorney, spoke up against Ordinance 2018-02 and his view of it being vague and the township concern with sharing staff and a space. And the vague language and concern about how this ordinance would be enforced and investigated.  
Marcia Helton, as a taxpayer I would like more investigation into the wording with the attorney.  
Sue Van Enk, Nelson Township administration assistant, concern about working relationship between the township and village employees from working together. Feels concerned about taking documents and bill from village residents if no one is in the village office.

So that interference does not occur from any trustees, Village Personnel, Nelson Twp Personnel, officials, the general public. This ordinance covers more than just one issue. 
       Wheeler: I would like to ask a question, you (Speaking to Village President Norton) picked up your phone a few minutes ago, did you text somebody? To make sure they made it to the meeting?
       Norton : I was responding to a group text.
       Wheeler: I just asked a question. So you did? 
        Norton I verified that she (Meaning Trustee Tonia Parkhurst) was coming to the meeting because she said she might make it. 
        Wheeler: You already said she was absent and excused then I see you pick up the phone, then seeing the way things are goings o you text, whatever the vote is. That’s my opinion.
        Norton: I responded to a group text
        Wheeler: I don’t think it was ethical that that was done during a meeting.
        Norton: is it ethical to work with the Township to sit there to stop ordinances, try to undermine the operations of the village. Rom anybody those were not ethical either.

We need to have village residents who want a tree down will have to email the village there request and that they will pay the village back. The village council asked the Interim Clerk Kent Boersema and the Treasurer Brenda Arnold to find which accounts to pay for the tree removal.  Motion by French to table tree till funding gets found for trees.  seconded by J. Dewey. Motion Passed Voice Vote AIF.  
      
      C. Grills in the Park: Kent Boersema received a note back from Michigan Municipal Risk Assessment Authority that there would not be any new increase in rates but signage would be needed on the grill they will get back with the proposed signage on the grills the at your own risk signs. The Community engagement committee will look at ordering grills estimate of 4 grills.      

      D. Tax Bill note: J. Dewey election reminder about trustee spots open and also included the vacancies on the village planning commission with 3 vacancies and does not have a quorum.  Motion by J. Dewey to send this note out with the tax bill seconded by Parkhurst.  Motion Passed Voice Vote AIF.
